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Tropical Cyclone Pam was captured by TRMM in the southern Pacific on the 2nd day of operations for the TRMM
Precipitation Radar. Despite the distinctive spiral features seen in the GOES IR, the non-symmetric rainfall pattern
about the eye seen in both the PR and TMI indicates that this cyclone is not well organized. No lightning was
detected in connection with the cyclone.
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
